Hermon National Park (Banias) - A basalt canyon hiking trail leading 
to the largest waterfall in Israel.

Yehudiya Forest Nature Reserve - Come hike these magni�cent
trails that run along rivers, natural pools, and waterfalls.

Zippori National Park - A site o�ering impressive ruins and
mosaics, including the stunning “Mona Lisa of the Galilee”.

Caesarea National Park - Explore the 3500-seat theatre and 
other remains from the Roman Empire at this enchanting port city.

Jerusalem Walls National Park - Tour this amazing park and view Biblical 
Jerusalem from the city walls or go deep into the underground tunnels.

Ein Gedi Nature Reserve - This oasis located near the Dead Sea provides 
a stark contrast to the surrounding parched desert environment with it’s 
four beautiful springs.

Masada National Park - Overlooking the Dead Sea, this mountaintop 
fortress is one of the Jewish people’s greatest symbols of courage and heroism.

Avdat National Park - Sitting on the ancient incense and spice route, 
this old Nabatean town represents how the harsh desert was settled for 
trade and agriculture.

Ramon Park Complex - The Ramon Crater (“Makhtesh”) boasts a 
breathtaking view and the most spectacular geological site in the country.

Coral Beach Nature Reserve  - Snag a fantastic glimpse into the natural 
world of the coral reef of Eilat Bay using only a mask and snorkel.

Israel National Trail (INT)
The 920-kilometer, border-to-border adventure is an amazing 
way for visitors to see Israel without having to stare through 
dusty bus windows. Beginning at Israel’s northern border, the 
INT traverses forests, mountain ranges, urban areas, and deserts 
before ending at the country’s southernmost point on the Red 
Sea.You can enjoy hiking the INT for a few days or take
a greater challenge and hike the whole trail.

Jesus Trail
A 60-kilometer trail from Nazareth to Capernaum in the Galilee 
region.  The trail highlights sites from the life of Jesus, as well as 
diverse communities and stunning landscapes. A great 4 day 
adventure for Christian pilgrims or anybody interested in nature and 
history.

Golan Trail
A 120-kilometer trail stretching along the beautiful Golan 
Heights, from the ski resort on Mount Hermon to Tau�q Spring 
by the Sea of Galilee. The trail passes through �owing streams, 
volcanic hills, and various local communities.
Hiking the entire trail takes approximately 5-7 days.
